The Master Mason plate carries a $25 original issuance fee, of which $10 will go to benefit the Illinois
Masonic Foundation for the Prevention of Drug and Alcohol Abuse Among Children, in addition to the
standard $78 annual registration fee. The renewal each year will also carry an additional $25 fee, of which
$23 will go to benefit the Illinois Masonic Foundation for the Prevention of Drug and Alcohol Abuse
Among Children, in addition to the standard $78 annual registration fee. This foundation is a 501(c)(3)
corporation and contributions to this organization are tax-deductible as provided by law.

Master Mason license plates are multiyear plates and may be displayed on passenger cars and on trucks and
vans weighing 8,000 pounds or less.
